Once a fuse has tripped it will
automatically reset itself after approximately 10 seconds
and allow the vehicle to resume normal operations. To
avoid repeated automatic shut downs, do not overload
the vehicle by exceeding the 66 Ibs.(30 kg) maximum
weight capacity or by towing anything behind the vehicle.
Avoid severe driving conditions, such as driving up very
steep slopes or running into fixed objects, which can
cause the wheels to stop spinning while power s still
being supplied to the motors.

Charge the Battery

The first charge will take about 12 hours.

1. Open the battery charger port (located on the dashboard).

2. Insert the battery charger connector into the charger port.

3. Plug the charger into a standard 120V wall cutlet. Note: The charger may feel warm during charging.
This is normal and not a cause for concem.

4. After charging is complete (at least 8-10 hours, but not more than twenty four hours, with the first charge taking
about 12 hours) unplug the charger from the wall outlet and unplug the battery connector from the charger port.

# Plug the battery connector into the charger port.

® Plug the charger into a standard wall outlet.

& Onlyusethe 6/12 voltchargerto charge your £/12 volt battery.

® Note: if power flow to the wall outlet is controlled by a switch , make sure the switch is "ON".

¢ Before first-time use, charge the battery for at least 12 hours. Never charge the battery longer than 24 hours.

® Recharge the battery for at least 8-10 hours after each use of your vehicle.

1. Remove the screw on the back of the seats and
lift the seats out.
2. Disconnect the battery connectors.
3. Remove the four screws on the sides of the battery.
4. Carefully lift the battery out of the battery compartment.

Power switch
Switch button ON and OFF.

Push the shifter in upward position and press the
accelerator slowly.

Push the shifter In downward position and press the
accelerator slowly.

Stop
Vehicle will automatically stop after the accelerator is
released.

Sound effect

Press the buttons on the sides of the steering wheel.
Each button will make a different sound effect.

Safety device

any reason, including improper usage, an electrical
circuit breaker will automatically cut off the power,
then resume after the parts have cooled!

Maintenance

® Clean with a dry, soft cloth only. Do not wash
with water or corrosive agents.

® Store vehicle in a dry area when not in use,
since moisture could cause the metal
components and electrical parts to corrode.

* Remember to charge the battery monthly while
the vehicle is not in regular use.

# Check and tighten all screws and coverings
regularly.

Loose wire or connectors

Check all wires and connectors. Make sure that the motor hamess
connector Is plugged In tightly to the battery, and that there are no
loose wires around the motor.

Dead battery

An old or impropery cared battery may be dead. If you are unsure
whether it is dead or not, you can have it tested at your Service
Center.

Undercharged battery

A new battery should have been charged for at least 12 hours before
using the vehicle for the first time. After that, it must be recharge the
battery for at least 8-10 hours after each use. Never charge longer than
24 hours. Check all connectors; make sure the charger is plugged into
the wall. Make sure the power flow to the outlet is on.

Charger is not working

YYou must have a volt meter in order to tell whether the charger is
working or not. If you think there maybe a problem with the charger ,
take It to the Service Center where they will test it for you.

Damaged switch

When exposed to water or moist fitches can become ded,
or can jam due to loose dirt, sand or gravel.
